Driving Directions to UVA School of Nursing VNSA convention:
From I-64
Get off at exit 118B for the Route 29/250 Bypass. Go approximately 2 miles and take the off ramp for Route 250 East Business (Ivy Road). Turn right off the exit ramp and follow Ivy Road. At the fourth traffic light, turn right on Route 29 Business/Emmet Street. Continue and you will see tennis courts on left, Memorial Gym on left, Curry School of Education on right, keep going curves around to left, stay on this road.  You will pass under a bridge and road curves to left, pass Stadium road, after stop light for JPA, see Student Health Center on right, Shea House on right, TAKE A RIGHT ONTO LANE AT LIGHT, IMMEDIATE RIGHT ONTO Jeannette Lancaster Way. Claude Moore Nursing Building is on right and McLeod Nursing Building on Left. Park under McLeod Hall. Entrance is on right of building or in South garage which is immediately in front of you on Jeannette Lancaster Way. There will be UVA police who will be directing traffic. 
From I-66 via US Route 29 North
Take I-66 from Northern Virginia past Manassas. Take the exit marked "Route 29 South - Gainesville." Proceed to Charlottesville, where Route 29 becomes Emmet Street. Then Follow above directions from above.
